WHERE DOES MY TEAM FIT IN WITH THE ALIGNMENT?

Please read the general definitions below and decide where your team best fits within the league. A division
re-alignment occurs after the seeding round is complete in any season. Teams not making a selection on their
registration form will be placed as required by the league.

Q Higher Team Skill — General Definition

A higher skilled team will consist mainly of players who have played soccer previously and/or continue to
play soccer within the senior organizations (CWSA and CUSA). Teams who have several players that play
in Major, Premier, Div 1, Div 2, Div 3, or Div 4 in the Senior Leagues belong in a “higher skill” alignment.
This team has players with strong athleticism, and decent skill sets. New players moving up from CMSA
playing in Coed come from the Premier Divisions of Minor.

The players that make up this team are confident in their ability and play with the highest level of
sportsmanship and sporting integrity as a result of their skill level and confidence. They enjoy the game
and play fair with moderate — high intensity. These players have a solid understanding of the rules of the
game and great respect for the officials of the game.

QO Average Team Skill — General Definition

An average skilled team will consist of a “mix” of athleticism. Three or four players may have played soccer
at a reasonable level in the past, most players have played sports at an average level. Players on these
teams that play in the senior organizations (CWSA/CUSA) typically play at the Classics/Masters level, Div 5
or Div 6 level. Players moving up from CMSA will come from the Comp A or Comp B divisions in Minor.
Your team mates have average athleticism, they can run a good 90 second shift, but are looking for the
bench at the end of that shift!

The players that make up this team are comfortable playing at a more relaxed and social game, they are
primarily out for a laugh on the pitch. These players play with the highest level of sportsmanship and their
aim is for a good time for all. Most players on this team have a good understanding of the rules of the
game and given their desire to have fun, respect the officials of the game.

QO Beginner Team Skill — General Definition

A beginner skilled team will consist of mostly new players, those who have not played in a long time or
those who have never played. This team may also have a mix of ‘veteran’ athletes. Players on this team
typically do not play within any of the Senior organizations, or have not done so in 10+ years.

The players that make up this team are looking for a social time with a component of exercise. Their main
aim is to learn the rules of the game, get some exercise and above all else have some fun. These players
play with the highest level of sportsmanship since they are so focused on fun! This team is all about the
fun and so the officials to them are there to help them learn the game, thus they greatly respect them.

O Over 35 — General Definition
